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 ñCongress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or 
prohibiting the free exercise thereof;ò   We know these words as part of 
Amendment I to the Constitution of the United States of America.  We generally 
call it the ófreedom of religion Amendmentô and it is variously interpreted by 
persons with varying degrees of accuracy and reality.  Whole books have been 
written to explain its importance to our country and the citizens who live in this 
country.  The courts have been filled throughout the history of this nation, 
attempting to insure that the government is ordering itself to do its duty to all 
citizens while protecting each one.  While many of us treasure this amendment, 
others seem ignorant to its value.  
 Our country is about to celebrate again her beginnings and founding.  
Many people will take time to thank God for this great nation and pray for her, 
her leaders, her mission in the world, and her citizens.  Some will just party.  
Some will exercise their right to worship openly and freely and will attend 
services at one of many varieties of places of worship across this great land.  
Others will exercise their right to not attend.  For many the important item is to 
be free ñfromò religion rather than to possess freedom ñofò religion. 
 There are some who would claim that the USA is a ñChristian Nationò.  
Others would posit that the nation was founded on Christian principles.  Still 
others would point out that only individuals can make the decisions necessary to 
be Christians, so that a nation could be made up of Christians.  A nation could 
display characteristics normally associated with Christians and be recognized as 
Christian.   
 My point is not to argue one way or the other but to call us account.  We 
may have a much better situation than many other people in the world, today or 
at any time in history.

   It was late afternoon on February 26, 1968, and 
James Stegalls was far from his home -- he was 
serving a tour of duty in Vietnam. The deathly 
quiet of the jungle was suddenly broken up by a 
piercing, metallic scream. The unmistakable 

sound of a rocket shooti ng toward him made his heart thud in his chest.  A 
friend shoved him in a foxhole, and he braced for the explosion , but only 
surreal silence followed. The fuse had malfunctioned. Stegalls crouched in 
the foxhole for five hours as the battle raged. In his p ocket was a Gideons'  
New Testament. With shaking fingers, he took out the New Testament and 
begin reading Matthew. When his eyes fell on Matthew 18:19 -20, he felt a 
strange peace and somehow knew things would be all right.  
 

   Years later, back in the Sta tes, Stegalls visited his grandmother. She told 
him a story he had never heard before -- how one night she feared for him 
and prayed all night for his life. She read Matthew 18:19 -20 "Again, I tell you 
that if two of you on earth agree about anything you ask  for, it will be done 
for you by my Father in heaven. For where two or three come together in my 
name, there I am with them." After reading the passage, she had called her 
Sunday school teacher, and the two of them prayed for James.  
 

   Stegalls' grandmother then opened her Bible and showed him the date: 
February 26, 1968. 1 
 

   Prayer is power. It's supernatural firepower that wages war in the invisible realm --the 
reality that's beyond this temporary world we live in. William Booth, th e founder of the 
Salvation Army, said: "Pray as if everything depended upon your prayer." The Word 
says: "Confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so God can heal you. 
When a believing person prays, great things happen" (James 5:16 NCV).  That same 
verse in another version reads, "The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails 
much" (NKJV) 
 

   That's an odd word, fervent--one that's not used by most people today. What does it 
mean to pray fervently? Webster defines fervent as "marked by great intensity of 
feeling". That pretty much sums up how we are to pray. Jesus had harsh words for the 
spiritual leaders of His day because they prayed long, repetitious, passionless prayers 
that didn't spring from the heart. Instead, they said their prayers for show, to let 
everyone know how "holy" they were. At the same time, Jesus had kind words for a 
poor man who cried out in despair, "God, have mercy on me, a sinner!"  
 

   So don't worry about praying long or elaborate prayers. Just let your prayer s flow 
from your heart. God will fill in the gaps!
