PRAYER IN ACTION  
George Mueller was a troublemaker. Born into a 
German tax collector's family, he learned to steal, 
gamble, and drink at a young age. As a young man 

he often stayed in lavish hotels then sneaked out without paying the bill. He had the 
world in his pocket -- until the day he got caught.  
Jailed for his crimes, he served his term and then went right back t o his reckless 
lifestyle. Nothing changed until a Saturday night in 1825, when he met Jesus Christ. 
After marrying, Mueller settled down in Bristol, England, and couldn't help but notice 
the many ragged children who lived on the streets. Street urchins, th ey were called. 
Most of them were either abandoned by their parents or orphaned. The Holy Spirit 
tugged at Mueller's heart every time he glanced at one of these children. It was time 
somebody did something about them. 
In 1835, Mueller drew up plans for an orphanage and presented his idea at a public 
meeting. Money came in to support the cause. Mueller immediately rented a house and 
took in twenty -six children. Soon a second home was opened, then a third. 
Mueller refused to ask for money from individuals or the government. Instead, he 
prayed. Passionately. He believed God knew his needs at the orphanage, and he was 
confident that God would provide. He was right, but, as is often the case, God seemed 
to wait till the last moment to come through.  
One morning, the breakfast table was set with plates, bowls, and cups. Only two things 
were missing: food and milk. The children took their places at the table and folded their 
hands for the blessing. Mueller lead a prayer asking for their daily bread. No sooner 
had he finished the last word tha n there was a knock at the door. It was the baker. 
"Mr. Mueller," he said," I couldn't sleep last night. Somehow I felt you didn't have 
bread for breakfast, so I got up at 2:00am  and baked some fresh bread." A second 
knock was heard at the door. The milkman's cart had broken down right in front of the 
orphanage. He wondered: Could he give the children his milk so could empty his wagon 
and repair it? 
It is said that over the years of his life and ministry. Mueller housed more than 1 00,000 
orphans and recorded 50,000 answers to prayer -- including millions of dollars of 
provisions that he prayed for. All of that without a single fund -raising campaign. 
 

Some things to consider: 
Who are some friends you are praying for?  Consider keeping a journal of the prayers 
you pray for them and a record of God's answers to those prayers.  
Who in your life is your closest confidant? How do you speak to him/her? Practice 
writing a prayer just as if you were talking to your trusted friend.  

Requests for 
others? How much in praise for who God is? How much in thanksgiving for all He has 
done? Looking at these percentages, how would you adjust your time in prayer?
