During one of His journeys, Jesus traveled
along the border between Samaria and Galilee.
As He approached a village, ten men who had
leprosy met Him on the road. Aware of the law
.= that required them to keep a distance from
i e, == 3= "clean" people, they stood a little ways off and
cried out to Him, "Jesus, Master, have pity on us!"

Jesus told them to go show themselves to the priests -- definitely a strange
command. Only lepers who had been cleansed of their disease and pronounced
clean by the priests could rejoin society and get a ticket out of the leper colony.
But here they were, still diseased form head to toe. Or so they thought. As the
men walked back to the village, they realized they had been healed.

Although ten men had been cleansed, only one, a Samaritan, turned back to
thank Jesus.

"One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back praising God in a loud
voice. He threw himself at Jesus' feet and thanked Him....Jesus asked, 'Were not
all ten cleansed? Where are the other nine? Was no one found to return and give
praise to God except this foreigner?' Then He said to him, 'Rise and go; your faith
has made you well." Luke 17:15-19

In Jesus' day, Samaritans were the outcast of society. Yet this one outsider, a
man despised by the mainstream culture, stands out in Scripture because of his
thankful heart. He took time to say "thanks" to God.
